Robert Cheetham (Azavea) - “The Future of Geospatial Technology”
Robert will discuss some recent trends and developments in geospatial technology and how this is changing
what we can image for the future.

John Duchneskie (Philadelphia Inquirer) - “How journalists use geospatial technologies

for reporting”

The Philadelphia Inquirer uses geospatial technology not only for producing routine maps, but also as a vital
reporting tool to help determine news coverage. John Duchneskie, the graphics editor at the Inquirer, will
show examples of how his newspaper identified trends and produced information graphics through data
analysis and GIS software.

Aaron Ogle (OpenPlans) - Leaflet
Leaflet is a simple yet extensible JavaScript library for creating web maps. Aaron will review the features of
Leaflet and show how OpenPlans uses it in their urban planning and community engagement applications.

Andrew Hill (Vizzuality/CartoDB) -CartoDB

CartoDB is a cloud based mapping, analysis and visualization engine that lets users build spatial applications
for both mobile and web. Andrew will review the key features of CartoDB and talk about how organizations
and users are using it throughout the world.

Dana Bauer (Rackspace) & Michele Schmitt (ManetoMapping) - Balloon Mapping in

Public Spaces

Community plays a big role in the success of open-source projects. But growing a community can be
challenging. Public Lab, a DIY environmental science organization, attracts a diverse group of contributors to
its open-source software and hardware projects. In the talk, Dana and Michele will explore lessons on
community building from Public Lab.

Lauren Gilchrist (Center City District) - Federal Open Data (ACS, LED & BEA)

Although much is being done at the local level to open administrative and other government data sources,
the U.S. Federal Government continues to provide some of the most accurate data on critical economic and
social indicators, increasingly through developer-friendly platforms. Lauren will discuss some of the data
available via the U.S. Census Bureau, Bureau of Labor Statistics, and Bureau of Economic Analysis and how it
can be accessed and used.

Andrew Thompson (Azavea) - "Your New Partners: Understanding Civic Hacking, Why You

Should be Involved, and How to Get Started"

The old image of a civic hackathon - volunteer software developers in a room with pizza and coffee for a
weekend working on websites and apps that solve any number of social ills - sounds too good to be true,
because it is. There are real benefits to be gained by governments that get involved in civic hacking and take
the time to nurture partnerships with civic hackers and communities around their data, but free labor is not
one of them. Hackathons and the apps that come out of them should be seen as an investment; important,
preparative stepping stones that get disparate agencies and governments to share, describe, and think about
their available data in new ways. This talk will explore many recent civic hackathons, data/APIs, and apps
from the Philly area, examine what benefits agencies can gain from participating in these events, and finish
with some advice for planning and executing great civic hackathons.

Mike Tedeschi (Azavea) - "Designing Apps for the Masses"

It's easy to build a map-based application, but it's hard to create one that people actually want to use.
Through this presentation, we'll take a look at user-experience desigh methods and techniques and apply
them to real life projects. You'll walk away with a new toolset — and hopefully a change in mindset - that will
help you build apps that are meaningful and useful.



Atanas Entchev (Entchev) - “Developers and users: Divided by a common language”
Makers and users of software are often at stark odds with each other.
Why is that, and what can each group do to bridge the communication gap and make life easier for all.

John Reiser (Rowan University) - “Web Maps: the Next Boring Thing”

In the rush to bring your data to the web, remember that usability is key. Your audience and their feedback is
what should drive your development process. We will discuss several ways you can make your mapping
applications responsive to your audience's needs.

HAMILTON, N.J. — This township
last night became the first municipali-
ty in New Jersey or Pennsylvania to
prolibit registered sex offenders from
moving within 2,500 feet — nearly a
half-mile — of any school, playground,
park or day-care center.

The ban will make most of Hamilton
Township off-limits to registered sex of-
fenders who want to move in. The 42 who
already live in the suburban community,

just east of Trenton, will not be affected,
though they are being monitored, Mavor
Glen D. Gilmore said.

The Township Council approved the
ordinance, 5-0, after a brief hearing
Gilmore and Council President Wayvne
P. DeAngelo then signed the ordinance,
making it effective timmediately.

“This will not be a cure-all,” Gilmore
said, “but I do believe this will add anoth-
er measure of safety for our communiiy.”

Hamilton is where 7-vear-old Megan
Kanka was raped and murdered by a

twice-convicted sex offender in 1994.
Her case inspired the creation of sex-
offender registries across the country.

The approval of the residency restric-
tion followed a nationwide rush to pass
tough new laws concerning pedophiles
after sex slavings of children i Flori-
da and elsewhere,

The International Space Station (ISS) is a habitable artificial satellite in low Earth orbit. It can often be
seen at the appropnate time with the naked eye from Earth. The ISS serves as a microgravity and space
environment research laboratory in which crew members conduct expenments in DIology, human
biology, physics, astronomy, meteorology and other fields. The station has been continuously occupied
for 12 years and 167 days, having exceeded the previous record of aimost 10 years (or 3,634 days) heid
by Mir, in 2010. During all this time, more than a Milion of photos of Earth have been taken, and that is
what we wanted to show you on the map below
