Executive Summary 
 
This report identifies 136 employment centers in the Delaware Valley, including 88 in the five 
Southeastern Pennsylvania counties and 48 in DVRPC’s four New Jersey counties.  
“Employment centers” are integrated, concentrated areas of non-residential development that 
share transportation and land use linkages, have at least 500 employees, and have an 
employment density of at least 0.5 employees per acre.  These centers form the backbone of 
the region’s economy and, as primary destinations for journey-to-work trips, impact the region’s 
highway and transit systems as well as goods movement and communications networks. 
 
Every ten years, a combination of data resources becomes available to refine the boundaries of 
these centers.  The 2000 Employment Centers report is a follow-up to DVRPC’s 1980 and 1990 
Employment Centers reports.  The current study follows the assumptions and methodology of 
the previous reports as closely as possible, but incorporates advancements in mapping and GIS 
capabilities.  The 2000 employment centers were identified based on three main data sources: 
 

 The United States Census Bureau’s Census Transportation Planning Package (CTPP) 
employment file, as reviewed and revised as appropriate by DVRPC staff; 

 The locations of business parks, shopping centers, and major employers, updated by 
DVRPC staff; and, 

 DVRPC’s 2000 land use file. 
 
Using the 1990 center boundaries as a reference, revised center boundaries were delineated, 
incorporating the 2000 data.  In addition to the 124 existing centers identified in the 1990 report, 
eight centers identified as “emerging” in 1990 were changed to existing centers, based on their 
continued employment growth and increased density.  Two of the existing centers in Chester 
County were split, and two additional centers were identified (Narberth Borough in Montgomery 
County, and Woodcrest, in Camden County).  In general, the employment centers radiate out 
from the oldest and most densely developed areas of the region (including the cities of 
Philadelphia, Camden, Trenton, and Chester) along the region’s major transportation routes. 
 
For statistical purposes, underlying traffic analysis zones (TAZs) were assigned to each center, 
and employment figures were determined for center by aggregating data from the individual 
TAZs.  Ninety-three percent of the region’s employment is located within the 136 identified 
employment centers, including over 1.8 million jobs in Pennsylvania and almost 670,000 jobs in 
New Jersey.  Not unexpectedly, counties with the highest percentage of their employment 
concentrated within centers include Philadelphia, Mercer County (which includes the City of 
Trenton, the State Capitol), and the region’s older, most densely developed suburban counties. 
 
In comparison, 88% of the region’s employment was located within identified centers in 1990 
and, in 1980, employment centers accounted for only 82% of the region’s employment.  This 
increase in the percentage of jobs located within identified centers is attributable to both 
improvements in the ability to accurately identify employment locations and centralization of the 
region’s employment.  Unlike residential development, which has historically sprawled into new, 
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undeveloped areas of the region, new employers often locate near existing employment uses, 
drawn to the location by the same amenities that attracted their predecessors, such as proximity 
to transportation facilities, utilities, and an available labor force.   
 
To generally characterize each center, employment in eleven different sectors were combined 
into major employment categories, and centers were assigned to one of the major groupings.  
Of the region’s identified centers, 89 are primarily oriented to the service sector, 23 are primarily 
industrial, six are primarily wholesale/retail, and five are primarily government.  One center 
(Route 41/Avondale, in Chester County) was considered primarily agricultural.  Twelve of the 
region’s centers are categorized as “multiple sectors”, with two or more sectoral groupings 
having a significant percentage of employees. 
 
As expected, these categorizations illustrate a regional shift away from industrial sector 
employment towards a more service-oriented economy.  The number of service-sector 
employment centers in Pennsylvania increased from 52 in 1990 to 59 in 2000, while the number 
of industrial centers declined from 22 in 1990 to 17 in 2000.  Seven additional Pennsylvania 
employment centers were identified as “multiple-sector” centers in 2000, all of which included 
service as one of two important sectors.  In New Jersey, the number of service-sector centers 
increased from 24 in 1990 to 30 in 2000, and four additional centers included services as one of 
two major employment sectors. 
 
Employment density in the 136 employment centers ranges from a low of just over 0.7 
employees per acre (in Falls Township, Bucks County) to a high of 180 employees per acre, in 
Center City Philadelphia.  Five of the region’s ten densest centers are within the City of 
Philadelphia, and another three are located in older developed areas in Montgomery County. 
 

Because considering density alone may not adequately illustrate the relative significance of 
each center within its respective sub-region, the report also considers center magnitude, defined 
as the percentage of employment that the center contributes to its sub-region’s total 
employment.  For the purposes of this report, two sub-regions are identified: DVRPC’s five 
southeastern Pennsylvania counties, and the region’s four New Jersey counties.  In 
Pennsylvania, large centers include Center City and University City in Philadelphia, the Route 
30 corridor in Delaware County and King of Prussia.  In New Jersey, high magnitude centers 
include the City of Trenton and the Route 1 corridor in Mercer County and the Route 70 corridor 
in Camden County. 
 
Finally, the report discusses changes in land area, total employment and employment density 
within identified employment centers between 1990 and 2000.  The land area of the region’s 
identified employment centers declined from over 350,000 acres in 1990 to under 315,000 acres 
in 2000, due primarily to improvements in GIS analysis and mapping capabilities.  This 10% 
decrease in acreage, combined with a 5% increase in employment within these centers, 
resulted in an average region-wide increase of 17% in employment density within the region’s 
identified employment centers between 1990 and 2000.
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Introduction 
 
“Employment centers” are integrated, concentrated areas of non-residential developed land that 
share transportation and/or land use linkages, have at least 500 employees, and have an 
employment density of at least 0.5 employees per acre.  These centers form the backbone of 
the region’s economy, affecting both goods movement and communications systems.  They are 
also primary destinations for journey-to-work trips, impacting the traffic loadings on the region’s 
highway and transit systems.   
 
The size, function, and location of these centers change over time.  Every ten years, a 
combination of data resources become available to refine the boundaries of these centers, 
identify changes to location and function, and evaluate impacts.  The 2000 Employment Centers 
report is a follow-up to DVRPC’s 1980 and 1990 Employment Centers reports.  The current 
study follows the assumptions and methodology of the previous reports as closely as possible, 
but incorporates advancements in mapping and GIS capabilities. 
 
Data Sources 
 
The 2000 employment centers were identified based on the following data sources: 
 

 The United States Census Bureau’s Census Transportation Planning Package (CTPP) 
employment file, as reviewed and revised as appropriate by DVRPC staff; 

 The locations of business parks, shopping centers, and major employers, updated by 
DVRPC staff; and, 

 DVRPC’s 2000 land use file. 
 
The CTPP employment data is derived from the 2000 census “long form” sample data, which 
was administered to an average of one in six households in Spring 2000.  The CTPP data 
provides the number of employees who went to each location from all places during the census 
reference week (the first week of April, 2000).  Because of the way the Census Bureau phrases 
the employment question, this data under-estimates the actual number of jobs.  Persons 
working two or more jobs are asked to report only where they went for their primary job, for 
example, so additional secondary jobs are excluded from the tally.  Employed persons who did 
not work that week (due to illness or vacation, for example) are likewise excluded.  CTPP data 
was reviewed and revised to account for this undercount, based on additional information and 
input from the Commission’s nine county planning commissions. 
 
In addition to CTPP employment data, the methodology incorporates a graphic representation of 
the locations of the region’s business parks, shopping centers, and major employers.  DVRPC 
staff updated these locations based on a number of data sources, including aerial photography 
and available maps and inventories. 
 
The third data source considered in delineating the employment center boundaries was the 
2000 DVRPC land use file.  The 2000 land use file is based on digital orthophotography created 
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from aerial surveillance of the region completed in Spring 2000.  Orthophotography combines 
the image and characteristics of an aerial photograph with the geometric qualities of a map.   
Unlike a traditional aerial photograph, distortions due to the camera lens, aircraft altitude, and 
changes in physical relief (hills, stream valleys, and buildings, for example) are corrected, 
permitting direct measurement of distances, angles, and areas.  All ground features are shown 
in their actual positions, and detailed portions of ground features that are typically omitted or 
generalized on traditional maps are evident, allowing more accurate interpretation. 
 
Land uses were categorized into thirty-one separate categories.  All annotation and digitizing 
was done on-screen (“heads up”) using ESRI ArcGIS software at the 1:2400 (1 inch = 200 feet) 
scale.  As was done in both 1980 and 1990, the non-residential developed land use data was 
utilized to create an overlay of “employment-generating” land uses, which included 
manufacturing, transportation, utilities, commercial uses, community services, military 
installations, and mining. 
 
Improvements in GIS capabilities have improved the ability of DVRPC to identify and map 
concentrations of specific land uses.  In 1980, for example, land uses were generalized and 
mapped at a scale of 1” = 1 mile, and the employment center maps were hand-drawn using 
conventional ink on Mylar.  By 1990, DVRPC had acquired an INTERGRAPH CAM/GIS system, 
a significant improvement.  The use of digital orthophotography in 2000 as opposed to 
traditional aerial photography has enabled DVRPC staff to more accurately interpret land uses 
and to delineate center boundaries.  Users should therefore be cautious when comparing the 
current data with earlier information. 
 
Methodology 
 
The 2000 employment centers methodology was designed to mimic as closely as possible the 
assumptions and methods used in the 1990 report.  The adjusted 2000 CTPP employment data 
was used to create a regional map of employment density by traffic analysis zone (TAZ), as 
illustrated in Map 1.  This differs slightly from the 1990 methodology, which used census tracts 
as the basic unit of geography.  Traffic analysis zones are typically smaller than census tracts, 
providing a more accurate representation of employment concentrations.  To allow comparisons 
between 1990 and 2000, Map 2 illustrates 1990 employment density based on 1990 traffic 
analysis zone (TAZ) boundaries.  Employment change between 1990 and 2000 (illustrated on 
Map 3) was also reviewed, to help target areas where new employment centers might be 
identified or existing centers might be expanded. 
 
The 1990 employment center boundaries were overlaid onto the 2000 employment density map, 
to make certain that the 1990 centers continued to meet the minimum employment density 
required for classification as a center and to help identify any previously unidentified locations 
where the employment density met the minimum threshold and were not merely extensions of 
existing centers.  Based on this information, two additional employment centers were identified: 
Narberth Borough, in Montgomery County, and the Woodcrest area, in Camden County. 
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The locations of business parks, shopping centers, major employers, and the 1990 employment 
center boundaries were then overlaid on a map of 2000 employment-generating land uses.  
Using the 1990 center boundaries as a reference, revised employment center boundaries were 
delineated, incorporating the 2000 data.  In some cases, boundaries were expanded to 
incorporate additional employment growth, while in others the boundaries may actually have 
been tightened, based on improved GIS capabilities and land use interpretation.  Two 1990 
centers in Chester County were each split into two separate centers. 
 
Eight “emerging centers” that were identified in 1990 were changed to “existing centers”, based 
on their continued employment growth and increased employment densities.  In some cases, 
center names were changed, in order to better reflect their location within each county. 
 
Employment Centers 
 
Based on the 2000 employment and land use data, a total of 136 employment centers were 
identified (88 in Pennsylvania and 48 in New Jersey), including 122 centers originally identified 
in the 1990 centers report, the eight 1990 “emerging” centers, 2 existing Chester County centers 
that were each split in to two separate centers, and two new centers.  Each center was given a 
numerical identifier, using the same numbering system used in the 1990 report.  The first 
number is the county identifier, while the second number represents the employment center 
within each county.  In order to facilitate comparison, the 1990 center number was used in 2000 
whenever practical.  Map 4 illustrates the locations of the 2000 employment centers, and Map 5 
compares the changes in employment center boundaries between 1990 and 2000.  Appendix A 
includes a detailed listing of the employment centers and a comparison with DVRPC’s 1990 
employment centers.     
 
For statistical purposes, underlying traffic analysis zones (TAZ’s) were assigned to each center, 
and employment figures for each center were then determined by aggregating the employment 
data from the individual TAZ’s.  This differs from the 1990 report, which assigned employment 
data to each center based on underlying census tracts.  Because traffic analysis zones are 
typically smaller than tracts, the revised method allows a more accurate dissemination of 
employment to centers.  In cases where two or more centers share a TAZ, employment was 
divided as best as possible based on a review of the underlying land uses, major employer 
locations, and CTPP sectoral employment data. 
 
Appendix B summarizes employment (by sector) for each employment center.  The employment 
sectors include agricultural and mining (which each represent a small percentage of total 
employment and have therefore been combined into one category on the tables), construction, 
manufacturing, transportation/utilities, wholesale, retail, finance/insurance/real estate (F.I.R.E.), 
services, government, and military.  Appendix C provides sectoral employment data by TAZ for 
each of the region’s year 2000 employment centers.

Multi-county Employment Centers 
 
Several of the region’s centers cross county boundaries; centers shared by two or more 
counties were assigned and numbered within the county with the highest percent of the center’s 
total employment.  This differs from the 1990 methodology, where centers were assigned based 
on the percent of the center’s land area located within each county.  Based on this method, 
three centers assigned to Philadelphia County in 1990 were re-numbered within adjacent 
suburban counties, including City Avenue, the Cheltenham-Cedar Brook-West Oak Lane center, 
and the Philadelphia International Airport center.  As illustrated in Table 1, the shares of both 
the center’s employment and land area are higher in the suburban counties than in the City.   

 
Although shared centers were numbered within the county where the majority of the 
employment is located, the portion of the center’s employment located within each individual 
county was calculated and is included in each County’s employment data that follows in Table 
2, Table 3, and Appendix D. 
 
Regional Employment Summary 
 
Based on DVRPC’s analysis of the 2000 CTTP employment data, the region’s total employment 
in 2000 was approximately 2.7 million, with 73% located within the region’s five Pennsylvania 
counties (including 27% within the City of Philadelphia alone) and the remaining 27% in the 
region’s four New Jersey counties.  Table 2 summarizes the number of employees working 
within centers by county and Table 3 provides data on employment by sector, including both 
employment in centers numbered within the county itself and employment in centers located 
primarily in an adjacent county.  Appendix D provides detailed information on each County’s 
employment located within employment centers.

As evidenced in Table 2, almost 93% of the region’s jobs were located within the 136 identified 
employment centers, including over 1.8 million jobs in Pennsylvania and almost 670,000 jobs in 
New Jersey.  Not unexpectedly, counties with the highest percentage of their employment 
concentrated in employment centers include Philadelphia (where over 97% of the City’s 
employment is located in centers), Mercer County (which includes the City of Trenton, the State 
Capitol), and the region’s older, more densely developed suburban counties, including Camden 
County in New Jersey and Montgomery County in Pennsylvania. 
 
In comparison, 88% of the region’s employment was located within identified centers in 1990 
and, in 1980, employment centers accounted for 82% of the region’s employment.  This 
increase in the percentage of jobs located within identified centers is attributable to both 
improvements in the ability to accurately identify employment locations and centralization of the 
region’s employment.

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In general, the employment centers radiate out from the oldest and most densely developed 
areas of the region (including the cities of Philadelphia, Camden, Trenton, and Chester) along 
the region’s major transportation routes.  While the center boundaries have been revised based 
on employment growth or decline as well as improved GIS mapping capabilities, the general 
locations of the vast majority of the region’s centers remain unchanged since 1990 (as 
illustrated on Map 5).  Unlike residential development, which has historically sprawled into new, 
undeveloped areas of the region, new employers often locate near existing employment uses, 
drawn to the location by the same amenities that attracted their predecessors, such as proximity 
to transportation facilities, utilities, and an available labor force. 
 
Employment by Sectoral Grouping 
 
To help identify the general characteristics of each center, eleven employment sectors were 
combined into four major employment categories:  industry, which includes construction, 
manufacturing, and transportation/utilities; wholesale/retail, which combines the wholesale and 
retail sectors; the service sector, which includes the service and FIRE sectors; and government, 
which combines government and military employment.  This method is identical to that followed 
in 1990.  Appendix E lists the percentage of the center’s employment that falls within these 
groupings, and assigns a primary sector to each center, based on the grouping with the highest 
percentage of employees.  Map 6 illustrates the location of each center by primary sector. 
 
This primary sector may be misleading, however, in cases where an employment center has 
two or more groupings with close percentages.  Unlike the 1990 employment centers report, a 
new “multiple sectors” category has been added, to indicate centers where the percentage of 
employment in two or more sectoral groupings were within two or fewer percentage points of 
one another. 
  
Agriculture and mining were not included in the four primary sectoral groups, and percentages 
for each center listed in Appendix E may therefore not add up to 100%.  Neither agriculture nor 
mining is considered a major employment sector in the region, with only 31,000 employees 
regionally between both categories.  Agricultural employment is also by its nature more 
dispersed than other sectors, with only 65% of the region’s agricultural and mining employment 
concentrated in centers, compared to 93% of the overall employment.   
 
It should be noted, however, that agriculture is the primary sector in one of the region’s 
employment centers: the Route 41/Avondale center (# 2.10) in Chester County, where over 
1,700 of the center’s 4,800 employees (36%) are employed in the agricultural sector.  Other 
employment centers with over 400 agricultural employees include 2.09 (Route 1/Kennett 
Square), 4.06 (Lansdale), 3.02 (Route 3/Newtown Square-Upper Darby), 9.05 (Route 1 
Corridor), 9.04 (Trenton-Lawrence), 2.12 (Oxford), 4.20 (King of Prussia), and 2.06 (Route 
30/Exton-Coatesville).  These nine centers together account for 25% of the region’s total 
agricultural/mining employment.  Conversely, centers that had over 500 agricultural employees 
in 1990 but have since seen declines in the sector include 1.01 (Quakertown), 3.01 (Route 
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30/Devon-Haverford), 4.16 (Jenkintown/Willow Grove), 4.14 (Willow Grove/Horsham), 2.07 
(West Chester), and 6.11 (Route 70/Medford).  
 
Of the region’s identified centers, 89 are primarily oriented to the service sector, 23 are primarily 
industrial, six are primarily wholesale/retail, and five are primarily government (in addition to the 
one agricultural center discussed above).  Twelve of the centers are categorized as “multiple 
sectors”, with two or more sectors having a significant percentage of employees.  Table 4 
summarizes this categorization of employment centers, by county. 

 
As expected, these categorizations illustrate a regional shift away from industrial sector 
employment towards a more service-oriented economy.  The number of service-sector 
employment centers in Pennsylvania increased from 52 in 1990 to 59 in 2000, while the number 
of industrial centers declined from 22 in 1990 to 17 in 2000.  An additional seven Pennsylvania 
employment centers were identified as “multiple-sector” centers in 2000, all of which included 
service as one of two important sectors.  In New Jersey, the number of service-sector centers 
increased from 24 in 1990 to 30 in 2000, and four additional centers included services as one of 
two major employment sectors. 
 
Employment Density and Magnitude 
 
Employment density in the 136 employment centers ranges from a low of just over 0.7 
employees per acre (in Falls Township, Bucks County) to a high of 180 employees per acre, in 
Center City Philadelphia.  Table 5 identifies the ten densest employment centers in the DVRPC 
region in 2000.  As expected, five of the ten densest centers are within the City of Philadelphia, 
and another three are located in older developed areas in Montgomery County.

Calculating the employment density of each center allows comparisons between all centers in 
the Delaware Valley.  Considering density alone, however, may not adequately illustrate the 
relative significance of each center within its respective sub-region.  Some centers in New 
Jersey, for example, may be considered medium or even small centers overall, but are very 
significant compared to other New Jersey centers, in the context of their home region.  The City 
of Trenton, for example, is the most significant employment center in DVRPC’s four New Jersey 
counties (as the State capitol and based on the number of people working within the center), but 
ranks fifteenth regionally in terms of density. 
 
To illustrate the relative importance of each center within its sub-region, this report also 
considers the center’s magnitude, similar to the method used in DVRPC’s 1990 report.  Center 
magnitude is equal to the percentage of employment that the center contributes to its sub-
region’s total employment.  For the purposes of this report, two sub-regions are identified: 
DVRPC’s five southeastern Pennsylvania counties, and the region’s four New Jersey counties.  
 
Tables 6 and 7 list the twelve centers with the highest magnitude in Pennsylvania and in New 
Jersey, respectively.  In Pennsylvania, over 800,000 employees work within these twelve large 
centers, representing almost 41% of the Pennsylvania sub-region’s total employment.  In New 
Jersey, almost 344,000 employees work within the twelve largest centers, representing over 
47% of the 4-county sub-region’s total employment.  Appendix F lists both density and 
magnitude for each of the region’s 136 employment centers.

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The employment center magnitude also reflects the relative significance of a center within any 
given county.  In Bucks County, for example, employment center 1.10 (Lower Southamton-
Bensalem) is the County’s most significant employment destination (with a magnitude of 1.63), 
followed by center 1.13 (Route 1 Business) with a magnitude of 1.56, and center 1.07 (Warwick-
Ivyland-Hatboro), with a magnitude of 1.20.  In Delaware County, the Route 30 corridor (the 
third most significant center in  the Pennsylvia sub-region) is followed in significance by 
employment center 3.02 (Route 3/Newtown Square-Upper Darby) with a magnitude of 1.55 and 
center 3.05 (Baltimore Pike/Swarthmore-Yeadon), with a magnitude of 1.47. 
 
In Gloucester County, the Route 45 corridor ( the seventh most significant center in the New 
Jersey sub-region) is folllowed by the Black Horse Pike/Turnersville-Williamstown center (center 
8.10), with a magnitude of 2.30, and Glassboro/Clayton (center 8.09), with a magnitude of 2.02. 
 
Changes in Employment and Employment Density, 1990-2000 
 
Table 8 describes changes in total employment, land area, and resulting employment density 
between 1990 and 2000.  The land area of the region’s identified employment centers declined 
from over 350,000 acres in 1990 to just over 315,000 acres in 2000 (an average decrease of 
10%), due primarily to improvements in GIS mapping capabilities.  This decrease in acreage 
combined with a 5% increase in employment resulted in an average region-wide increase of 
17% in employment density within the region’s identified employment centers.

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Because the general locations of the vast majority of the region’s centers remain unchanged 
since 1990, characteristics and data from most of the individual employment centers delineated 
in 2000 can be compared to a corresponding 1990 employment center.  The exceptions are 
Narberth in Montgomery County and Woodcrest in Camden County (the region’s two new 
centers); the eight emerging centers identified in 1990, for which 1990 data was not collected; 
and two 1990 centers in Chester County (Route 30/Exton-Coatesville and Route 322 Honey 
Brook-Brandywine) that were each split into two separate centers in 2000.  Appendix G provides 
information on changes in the number of employees, land area, and employment density 
between 1990 and 2000 by employment center. 
 
Table 9 identifies the employment centers that realized the most significant increases in 
employment between 1990 and 2000, in absolute numbers and by percentage increase.  While 
Center City Philadelphia realized the largest absolute increase in employment, the New 
Hope/Lower York Road center in Bucks County saw the largest percentage increase, increasing 
by almost 400% over the course of the decade.

Finally, Table 10 lists employment centers which realized the greatest absolute and percentage 
increases in employment density.  In absolute numbers, Center City Philadelphia gained the 
most employees per acre during the decade, along with the Center City Waterfront (center 
5.20), Washington-South Broad Street (center 5.17), and West Philadelphia-University City 
(center 5.03).  Employment density in six of the City’s other employment centers, however, 
declined, including centers 5.12 (North Broad Street), 5.13 (Richmond-Kensington-Northern 
Liberties), 5.18 (Lower South Philadelphia), 5.07 (Germantown Avenue-Chestnut Hill Avenue), 
5.11 (Feltonville-Frankford), and 5.16 (Southwest Philadelphia).  
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Pennsylvania centers which realized the greatest percentage increases in employment density 
between 1990 and 2000 include centers 1.06 (New Hope/Lower York Road) and 1.14 (Falls 
Township), both in Bucks County; the Center City Waterfront area of Philadelphia (5.20); and 
the Route 363/West Norriton area (4.22) in Montgomery County.  In New Jersey, employment 
density increased significantly in centers 6.13 (Marne Highway/Hainesport) and 6.07 (Route 38-
Route 295/Mt. Laurel), both in Burlington County, and in Swedesboro (center number 8.02), in 
Gloucester County.

ABSTRACT:  The 2000 Employment Centers report is a follow-up to DVRPC’s 1980 and 1990 
employment center reports.  “Employment centers” are integrated, concentrated areas of non-
residential development that share transportation and land use linkages, have at least 500 
employees, and have an employment density of at least 0.5 employees per acre.  These 
centers form the backbone of the region’s economy and, as primary destinations for journey-to-
work trips, impact the region’s highway and transit systems as well as goods movement and 
communications networks. 
 
The report identifies 136 employment centers in the Delaware Valley, including 88 in the five 
Southeastern Pennsylvania counties and 48 in DVRPC’s four New Jersey counties.  Ninety-two 
percent of the region’s employment is located within these identified employment centers.  To 
characterize each center, employment in eleven different sectors was combined into major 
employment categories, and centers were designated as industrial, service, wholesale/retail, 
government, or “multiple sector” centers.  As expected, these categorizations illustrate a shift 
away from industrial sector employment towards a more service-oriented economy. 
 
Employment density in the centers ranges from a low of just over 0.7 employees per acre to a 
high of 180 employees per acre, in Center City Philadelphia.  The identified land area of the 
region’s employment centers declined from over 350,000 acres in 1990 to just over 315,000 
acres in 2000, due primarily to improvements in GIS analysis and mapping capabilities.  This 
10% decrease in acreage, combined with a 5% increase in employment, resulted in a region-
wide increase of 17% in employment density within employment centers between 1990 and 
2000. 
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
