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Created in 1965, the Delaware Valley Regional Planning Commission (DVRPC) is an
interstate, intercounty and intercity agency that provides continuing, comprehensive and
coordinated planning to shape a vision for the future growth of the Delaware Valley
region. The region includes Bucks, Chester, Delaware, and Montgomery counties, as
well as the City of Philadelphia, in Pennsylvania; and Burlington, Camden, Gloucester
and Mercer counties in New Jersey. DVRPC provides technical assistance and
services; conducts high priority studies that respond to the requests and demands of
member state and local governments; fosters cooperation among various constituents
to forge a consensus on diverse regional issues; determines and meets the needs of
the private sector; and practices public outreach efforts to promote two-way
communication and public awareness of regional issues and the Commission.

Our logo is adapted from the official DVRPC seal, and is designed as a stylized image
of the Delaware Valley. The outer ring symbolizes the region as a whole, while the
diagonal bar signifies the Delaware River. The two adjoining crescents represent the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and the State of New Jersey.

DVRPC is funded by a variety of funding sources including federal grants from the U.S.
Department of Transportation’s Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) and Federal
Transit Administration (FTA), the Pennsylvania and New Jersey departments of
transportation, as well as by DVRPC'’s state and local member governments. The
authors, however, are solely responsible for its findings and conclusions, which may not
represent the official views or policies of the funding agencies.

Volume Il of the FY 2001 Transportation Improvement Program
contains project maps, project lists, and the appendices for the
Pennsylvania Subregion. The FY 2001 - 2004 TIP for the
Pennsylvania subregion contains over 500 projects totaling about
$3.8 billion for the phases to be advanced during the next four years,
averaging $950 million per year. It includes $1.8 billion in projects
primarily addressing the highway system and $2.0 billion of transit
projects for SEPTA, Pottstown Urban Transit, and the Keystone
Service. On a statewide basis, the DVRPC program represents
approximately 33% of total statewide resources - about 22% of
highway and bridge funds, and about 69% of transit funds. The
following figures summarize the program.

Within each grouping, individual projects are listed in order of their
TIP number and typically include the following information: state
DOT project number (MPMS #,) municipalities in which the project
is located, air quality code, project location, project description, and
project sponsor. Each project listing also provides information on
total program period cost, cost by fiscal year, phase of work, and
funding source. Costs are shown in thousands of dollars.

Until that time, final
decisions can not be made for the right-of-way and construction phases, nor will firm cost
estimates be available until the completion of the final design.

Though the total project cost has not yet been determined, recent estimates put it at about
$485 million (not including costs that might be associated with the construction of a new
bridge or the reconstruction of the existing bridge.) Over $227 million in Federal Aid
Interstate construction funds are reserved for the project. Remaining funds will be provided
by the PA Turnpike Commission and through other State and Federal sources.

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BACKGROUND

In July 1997, mdividuals from regional planning agencies, the Pennsylvania Department of
Transportation, the State Transportation Commission (STC), and the U.S. Department of
Transportation met to perform a value adding management (VAM) analysis for the transportation
planning and programming process in Pennsylvania. The result has been the most collaborative,
cooperative planning and programming process in the nation. PennDOT and its planning partners
joined forces to develop all aspects of the transportation plans and programs which will continue
to shape the Commonwealth’s transportation system in the years ahead. The new process was
used for the first time in the development of the 1999 Transportation Program. Based on the
success of that activity, the 2001 Program will follow the same collaborative, cooperative process,

using guidance which is very similar to the 1999 guidance.

THE HIGHWAY PROGRAM
FUNDING

Funding for the development of Pennsylvania’s 2001 Transportation Program will include
all federal and state capital funding which is anticipated over the next four years. This will
include PennDOT Appropriation 185 funding for highway capital projects, PennDOT
Appropriation 284 and 289 funding for bridge capital projects, and all federal highway and bridge
funding apportioned or allocated to the Commonwealth. All projects within a region should be
listed in the Program regardless of the type of funding.

PennDOT Appropriation 187 funding is used for highway maintenance activities and is
allocated to individual counties under a formula established by the State Legislature. This funding
will not be further sub-allocated to the planning regions for program update purposes. However,
it may serve as the matching funds for Highway Restoration and Pavement Life Extension
projects, and in such cases will represent additional funding which is provided to a region. The
decision to include any state Appropriation 187 funding in the Program will be a PennDOT
decision based on an assessment of project priorities and funding availability within the individual
counties.

As in prior programs, several federal funding categories (specifically the Interstate
Maintenance - IM, National Highway System - NHS, Surface Transportation Program - STP, and
Minimum Guarantee - MG) will be combined into an overall "highway funds" category. State
highway capital funding (Appropriation 185 funding) will also be included in this category.
Bridge funding will consist of all federal bridge funding, plus the state Appropriation 284 and 289
funding.

* Changes made to the narrative are highlighted in bold.



The tables which are included in the appendices of this document include all federal funding
which has been authorized in TEA-21 for the four-year period covered by this program. The
actual federal numbers have been taken from FHWA documents, and have been adjusted, where
appropriate, to reflect the 2% reduction for planning and research activities. Note that TEA-21
legislation expires in 2003. For planning purposes, funding for 2004 is assumed to be the same
as for 2003 for all categories of federal funding with the exception of the special funding (SXF)
which is earmarked to specific projects. Although SXF funding may continue in future
legislation, none is assumed to be available for programming purposes in this guidance.

FUNDING DISTRIBUTION

The level of federal funding will be based on authorization levels in TEA 21, recognizing that
annual obligation limitations may preclude utilizing all of these funds. As for the 1999 program
update, highway funding will be allocated among the individual planning regions of the state
based on an Urban/Rural funding distribution methodology. This funding will be distributed as

follows.

e A total of $25 million annually in highway funding will be reserved for economic
development opportunities statewide. Decisions on how to utilize this funding will be at the
discretion of the Secretary of Transportation in consultation with the State Transportation
Commission.

e  An additional $25 million per year in federal funding will be reserved for flexing to transit
agencies in accordance with agreements reached in conjunction with the enactment of
Pennsylvania Act 3 of 1997.

e Twenty percent of the balance will be reserved for distribution by the Secretary of
Transportation in consultation with the State Transportation Commission, to offset the impact
of high cost projects or programs ("spikes") which are beyond a region’s allocation.

e  The remaining 80 percent will be distributed among the urban and rural areas based on the
average of those regions’ population, lane miles, and vehicle miles of travel. The lane miles
and vehicle miles of travel are based on the roadway mileage which would qualify for the
state and federal funding which is available in this program. Within each classification
(urban or rural), the funding will be further subdivided based on the following criteria.

e Lane miles and vehicle miles of travel within urban planning regions
e Lane miles within rural planning regions.

Bridge funding will be allocated to planning regions based on need factors identified through
the Commonwealth’s Bridge Management System. Specifically, square feet of deck area of



deficient bridges will be used to determine the percentage of the bridge funding each region
receives. Posted and closed bridges will be weighted by a factor of 1.5 when determining this
distribution factor.

Note that the tables shown in Appendix 2 show a division between state and federal funding
for bridge and highway categories. The division of these funds is for illustrative purposes only;
each region will get the sum of these columns, with the actual splits of federal and state funding
to be determined based on the specific project needs. It should be noted that each column includes
no matching funds. That is, the "Fed Hwy" column includes only federal funding. Likewise, the
"Urban", "CMAQ", "SXF", "APD", and all other federal funding columns include only federal
funds. Matching funds for these federal funds will come from the "Sta Hwy" column for those
types of funding which qualify, and from the "Sta Bridge" column for the "Fed Bridge" funding
category. Local and private funding may also be used as matching funding. Local and private
funding is not included in the tables, and can be considered additional funding above that which
is shown.

Surface Transportation Program-Urban (STU) funding is allocated to each region based on
federal formulas. This allocation formula will be followed for the distribution of these funds to
each metropolitan region with a population of at least 200,000.

Congestion mitigation and air quality (CMAQ) funding is distributed to the states based on
federal factors which take into account each region’s air quality classification. These factors will
be used to distribute the funding within Pennsylvania. Note that the distributions indicated in
Appendix 2 are based on the current eligibility criteria. However, an annual line item reserve
of $10 million has been added in anticipation of pending reclassification decisions that
would make additional regions eligible for CMAQ funds. The line item reserve will fund
CMAQ eligible projects in the additional regions in the event that they are reclassified.
Otherwise, the reserved CMAQ funds will be distributed to the currently eligible regions
consistent with the existing formula.

The above categories of funding will combine to equal a region’s "fair share" over the four-
year period of this program. During the four-year period covered by federal fiscal years (FFYs)
2001 through 2004 inclusive, each region should expect to receive a percentage of the statewide
funding which is equivalent to the percentage indicated in the tables in Appendix 2.

There are other categories of funding which have limitations on how and where they may be
used or which will be allocated on a discretionary basis. All of these funding categories are
considered to be in addition to a region’s "fair share". These additional funds include the
following.

e Special federal funding (SXF) which is earmarked for specific projects in ISTEA, TEA-21,
and other federal legislation.

e Federal interstate completion (FAI) funding, which may only be used to complete sections



of Interstate highway defined in the most recent Interstate Cost Estimate.

e Appalachia Development Highway (APD) funding, which may only be used for capital
improvements on routes which have been designated as Appalachia highway corridors and
which are included in the most recent Appalachia Cost Estimate.

e Funding from the Economic Development Reserve ($25 million per year), which will be
allocated at the discretion of the Secretary of Transportation.

e Funding from the "spikes" fund (20% of the highway funding), which will be allocated at the
discretion of the Secretary of Transportation.

e  Funding from the $25 million per year transit flex which was agreed to in April 1997 when
Act 3 of 1997 was enacted.

e  Any discretionary federal funding which the Commonwealth receives, such as Interstate
Maintenance discretionary funding, Public Lands Highways discretionary funding, Forest
Highways funding, Ferry Boat discretionary funding, and the like. The United States
Secretary of Transportation determines the allocation of federal discretionary funding.

These additional funds are summarized in the four-year summary table in Appendix 3 of this
document. Note two changes regarding the additional funds found in Appendix 3:

e Transportation Enhancement funds will be distributed on the basis of population
(80%) and land area (20%) with 20 percent taken off the top for the Secretary’s
reserve.

e  STP-rail/highway safety funding will be allocated to each region based on an equal
weighting given to both the number of grade crossings in the region, and the number
of rail/highway accidents in the region (based on the most recent 5 year history).

As discussed at the November 9 and 10, 1999 Planning Partners’ meeting, state funds
used to match federal funds in the “Additional” category will be shown on the region’s
program reports under the “Additional” category. However, this financial guidance
document will remain the same with respect to state capital funds. The amount shown on
Table 1 is the best estimate of the amount of state funds expected to be available for the
period, regardless of their use as matching funds.

PROGRAM GUIDELINES
The State Transportation Commission, the Commonwealth’s Planning Directors, and
PennDOT have agreed on a number of program development issues which will guide the

development of the 2001 Transportation Program.

The program will be fiscally constrained by year for each MPO/LDD and Independent



County. The tables which comprise Appendix 2 establish a region’s annual base funding
constraint. Funding from the categories in Appendix 3 can supplement a region’s annual base
funding. This funding will generally be associated with specific projects and is dependent on their
schedules. PennDOT staff will work with MPOs, LDDs, and Independent Counties to assign
projects and their associated funding to appropriate years based on a combination of project
readiness and funding availability.

The program will be developed using a cash flow approach. That is, project funding will be
arrayed over the program period consistent with the amount which will be needed in any given
year. Low cost, short duration project phases should generally have all of their costs shown as a
lump sum in a single year. Longer term, high cost project phases may have their costs spread over
the several years that the specific phase will be active. In many cases, such phases will initially
be advance constructed and then partially converted over several years. Thus, the program
document should show the initial start of the activity (the advance construction approval), and
then the amounts which will be partially converted (the equivalent to cash flow) in each of the
years the phase will be active. This action will also require programming "carry in" costs for
projects which are initiated prior to the beginning of the 2001 Program period (prior to October
1, 2000), and which will require funding during the 2001 Program period.

The "highway", bridge, STP-urban, and CMAQ funding which is allocated by formulas will
comprise a region’s "fair share". Because of the limitations on where other categories of funding
may be used, they will be considered in addition to a region’s "fair share". These add-on
categories include federal Interstate completion (FAI), Appalachia Development Highway (APD),
special federal earmarked (SXF), rail/highway safety (STX), economic development, and spike
funding

The Pennsylvania Turnpike Commission receives funding from a variety of sources,
including toll revenues, state funding earmarked in Act 26 of 1991 and Act 3 of 1997, and special
federal funding earmarked by Congress. The authority for the programming of projects using all
of these funding sources rests with the Turnpike Commission. The Turnpike Commission does
implement projects which qualify for regular federal funds. If they desire to pursue regular federal
funding, the Turnpike Commission will present their projects for consideration with other state
and local projects within the appropriate planning region.

Federal law allows each state to transfer up to 50 percent of its federal bridge funding to
highway funding categories. The decision on how much federal bridge funding to transfer will
be made at the local level, and will be a collaborative decision by PennDOT and each of the
planning partners.

As each regional planning agency develops its draft program, it should identify those projects
or phases of projects which it feels should be assigned a specific type of funding. This is
particularly true for STU and CMAQ-funded projects, as well as for projects or phases of projects
which can be more cost-effectively implemented using 100% state funding. Although there will
always be exceptions to any rule, in general, we will attempt to utilize state funding for pre-



construction phases and federal funding for construction phases when there is no disbenefit from
doing so. For higher cost long-term projects, federal funds may be assigned to all phases of work.
Likewise, there will be certain projects which do not qualify for federal funding or which can be
more cost-effectively advanced using state funding. Such projects may be funded only with state
funds for all phases of work. As noted earlier, all projects and phases of projects which are to be
implemented in a region should be included in the Program, regardless of the type of funding to
be used.

DISTRIBUTION OF THE "SPIKE" FUNDING

The ultimate decisions with regard to the distribution of the so-called "spike" funding will
be made by the Secretary of Transportation. Regions should align projects in accordance with
their relative priorities and schedules, making every attempt to satisfy regional priorities within
regional funding allocations. It is envisioned that "spike" funding will generally be distributed
in a two-stage process based on the following relative priorities.

e  First priority will be given to the carryover phases of work from the 1999 Transportation
Program. PennDOT and its planning partners will continue to give the highest priority to
ongoing projects and phases of projects.

e Second priority will be for subsequent phases of work associated with carryover projects.
That is, if engineering and right-of-way were included on the previous program but
construction was not, then construction would be the next logical priority for funding.

e  Third priority will be for new projects.

Based on an assessment of project schedules, updated cost estimates, and regional funding
allocations, it is expected that the first series of "spike" funding allocations can be made during
January 2000. This will be for the first priority of candidates, the carryover phases of work. The
second series of "spike" funding decisions will occur in March 2000. This will be for the second
and third priority category "spike" candidates. By February 15, 2000, each planning region will
submit its preliminary draft program to the Secretary of Transportation. This submission should
reflect the collaborative efforts of the MPO/LDD/Independent County, PennDOT, and other
partners, and should clearly indicate the level of additional funding which is needed to fully
implement the preliminary draft program. The Secretary will evaluate all of the preliminary draft
programs and will determine the distribution of the balance of "spike" funding by March 31, 2000.



THE TRANSIT PROGRAM

FUNDING

Funding for transit improvements in Pennsylvania is a combination of federal, state, and local
monies. Federal funding is provided through the Transportation Equity Act for the 21st Century
(TEA-21). State funding is provided through formulas established in Act 26 of 1991 and amended
in Act 3 of 1997. In addition, state capital budget funding is released annually for capital
improvements. As part of an agreement between the Commonwealth and the transit community
during the enactment of Act 3 of 1991, a total of $25 million per year in federal highway funding
will be flexed to transit agencies for their projects. This funding is reserved in the highway
financial guidance discussed elsewhere.

Federal and state funding which is available for public transit programming is included in
Appendix 4. Federal funding is based on guaranteed authorizations only, and includes a mix
of urban formula, fixed guideway, new starts, and bus project funding. Additional federal fund
authorizations are not included in the tables. State funding which is shown in the tables is for
capital improvements only, with the following exception - a portion of the PTAF dedicated
funding and Act 3 Revenue Enhancement funding may be used for either capital or operating
assistance. The funding shown in the tables in the Appendix 4 assumes that all of this funding
will be available for capital improvements. Each transit operator will have to determine the
amount it will use for capital improvements, and the amount for operating assistance.

State bond funded capital assistance is determined on an annual basis. Federal fiscal year
(FFY) 2001 state bond funded capital assistance has only been estimated for SEPTA and Port
Authority Transit at this time. Remaining estimated funds for state bond funded capital assistance
for transit operators is included as a line item reserve in the guidance.

Intercity program assistance is not included in these financial guidance tables.

The funding in the tables is for planning purposes only. The actual federal and state funding
which is available each year will be determined during the appropriations and budget development
processes annually. Thus, actual funding available to transit operators may differ from that which
was authorized in TEA-21 or is estimated to be available based on current state budget figures.

State and Federal transit funds shown in Appendix 4 are estimated allocations for 2001.
However, these estimated allocations may also be used for planning purposes only for 2002, 2003,
and 2004.



DRAFT PROGRAM SUBMISSION

As noted earlier, each MPO, LDD, and Independent County is requested to submit a copy
of its prioritized preliminary draft highway and bridge program to PennDOT by February 15,
2000. The submission should clearly indicate which projects can be afforded with funding which
is available to the region, and which will require additional funding if they are to advance. The
Secretary of Transportation will review these submissions and determine the allocation of so-
called "spike funds".

CONFORMITY OF THE DVRPC
FY 2001 TRANSPORTATION IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM

A Demonstration of the Conformity between
the FY 2001 Transportation Improvement Program,
the Direction 2020 Long Range Transportation Plan
and the Pennsylvania and New Jersey State Air Quality Implementation Plans

INTRODUCTION

This summary describes the process used
for the demonstration of the conformity
between the FY 2001 Transportation
Improvement Program (TIP), the Direction
2020 Long Range Transportation Plan and
Pennsylvania and New Jersey State
Implementation Plans. The conformity
demonstration is based on the current final
conformity guidance (40 CFR Part 93)
which became effective in July, 1997.
Pollutants addressed include volatile
organic compounds (VOCs), oxides of
nitrogen (NOx) and Carbon Monoxide (CO).

There are several new elements of this
conformity determination

compared to previous analyses. This is the
first conformity finding based on budgets for
both VOC and NOx for all analysis years in
both states. Previous conformity
determinations were based on a
comparison of “build” and “no-build”

scenarios. There have also been changes
to the MOBILE 5a(h) model parameters. In
particular, New Jersey has elected to
include Tier 2 controls in its

budget. The effect of Tier 2 in New Jersey
is also included in DVRPC’s emissions
analysis.

PROJECTS

The regional emissions analysis conducted
to demonstrate conformity of the T/IP
included all “non-exempt” projects on
principal arterials and higher classifications
— that is, those which can impact regional
air quality. The projects include all those in
the Plan, the current T/P and those which
were introduced in previous T/Ps which are
not yet completed. The complete FY 2001
TIP project lists for Pennsylvania and New
Jersey are included in Appendix A and B,
respectively.



FINDINGS

The proposed conformity analysis of the
TIP is found to be in conformity with the
Pennsylvania and New Jersey State
Implementation Plans based upon Section
404(a) of the Federal conformity rule.
Specifically, the analysis meets the
following applicable conformity criteria:

(a) The conformity determination must
be based on the latest planning
assumptions. [93.110]

(b) The conformity determination must
be based on the latest emission
estimation model available. [93.111]

Travel estimates are based upon the most
recently adopted population and
employment projections. The latest travel
demand model incorporates significant
upgrades to the methods used to show
conformity in previous demonstrations. The
model parameters were adjusted in 1997 to
reflect the recent validation and
recalibration of the models with up-to-date
Census, home interview and highway
screenline and fransit counts.

In addition, upgrades to the travel demand
model have been made to satisfy federal
requirements for conformity
demonstrations. Specifically, (1) peak and
off-peak travel are now treated separately
throughout the model chain, and (2) the
entire model is run iteratively using the
Evans algorithm to obtain convergence on
input and output highway and transit travel
speeds.

Vehicle miles of travel (VMT) are estimated
at 109.4 million in 2002, with an average
speed of 27.4 miles per hour (MPH) in
Pennsylvania and 29.9 in New Jersey.
Over the period of the analysis, VMT rises
while average speeds remain constant, as
seen in Table 1.

Mobile source emission factors are
generated by MOBILE 5a(h), in accordance
with EPA direction and have been revised
to reflect Pennsylvania and New Jersey’s
current emissions control and testing
procedures. New Jersey elected to include
Tier 2 controls in its budget. The effect of
Tier 2 in New Jersey is also included in
DVRPC’s emissions analysis, as reflected
in the MOBILES5a(h) parameters listed in
Appendix C.

(c) The MPO must make the conformity
determination according to the
applicable consultation procedures
in 93.112

Opportunity will be provided for public and
agency comment on the finding of
conformity. The finding will be reviewed by
the Interagency Consultation Group, which
will be asked for its concurrence. The
Group includes all agencies cited in 93.105.

In addition, a 30-day public comment period
will be provided beginning on May 15. The
findings will be cited in a presentation to the
public at a series of meetings to be held in
Pennsylvania (in Philadelphia, Willow
Grove, Media and Pottstown) and New
Jersey (in Trenton, Camden and
Willingboro).

The DVRPC Regional Transportation
Committee and the Regional Citizens



Committee will also be briefed on the TIP
and given an opportunity to comment. Both
committees will be asked to recommend
approval of the T/P. The procedures meet
the requirements on 93.105.

(d) The Plan and TIP must provide for
the timely implementation of TCMs in
the SIP. [93.113]

There are currently no adopted
transportation control measures in the
Pennsylvania or New Jersey State
Implementation Plans. Therefore, no
demonstration of timely implementation is
necessary.

(e) The Plan and TIP must be consistent
with the motor vehicle emissions
budgets in the appiicabie
implementation plan. [93.118]

The TIP results in less emissions than the
budgets for all pollutants in each analysis
year. Tables 2 and 3 show the results of
the regional emissions analysis for VOCs
and NO, for 2002, 2005, 2015 and 2020.
Federal conformity guidance [93.118]
permits interpolation of travel data and
emissions in milestone years which are not
horizon years in the Plan. DVRPC
interpolated travel data but not emissions
for 2015. The emissions analysis must
result in less emissions than any Budget, if
established, for that year or any subsequent
year until a budget for a later year becomes
effective. All emissions for the analysis
years after 2005 are less than the budgets
for 2005, the last year for which budgets
have been established in Pennsylvania and
New Jersey. Pennsylvania has a budget
which must be met for the 2002 analysis
scenario. New Jersey did not submit a
2002 Rate of Progress Plan and budgets,
but is subject to the approved 1999 budgets
for the 2002 analysis.

Portions of Burlington, Camden and Mercer
counties have been classified as a Carbon
Monoxide nonattainment area. As a result,
a budget has been developed for the
attainment year of 2007. Table 4 shows
that the emissions of Carbon Monoxide

within the three nonattainment counties are
less than the budget for all future analysis
years.

The TIP is consistent with the conforming
Pian such that the regional emissions
analysis applies to both the T/P and the
Plan. Specifically:

() The TIP contains all projects which
must be started in the TIP's time frame
in order to achieve the highway and
transit system envisioned in the Plan's
horizon year.

(i) All TIP projects which are regionally
significant are part of the specific
highway or transit system envisioned in
the Plan's horizon year.

(iiiy The design concept and scope of each
regionally significant project in the T/P
is not significantly different from that
described in the Plan.

CONCLUSIONS

The FY 2001 Transportation Improvement
Program and the Direction 2020 Long
Range Transportation Plan are consistent,
such that the T/P can be said to be drawn
from the Plan.

Both Plan and T/P meet all the criteria for
conformity with the Pennsylvania and New
Jersey State Implementation Plans.

Most importantly, forecasted emissions of
VOCs, NO, and CO do not exceed the
budgets established by the Pennsylvania
and New Jersey Departments of
Environmental Protection and included in
the respective State Implementation Plans.

Memorandum of Understanding
Concerning
Special Procedures for Expediting TIP Amendments and Modifications

for the Pennsylvania Portion of the DVRPC Region
Adopted by the DVRPC Board on 4/24/97

PURPOSE AND BACKGROUND

The purpose of this memorandum is to establish a set of procedures to be employed by the

'Delaware Valley Regional Planning Commission (DVRPC) and its member agencies (PennDOT,
the counties, cities, and transit operators) to expedite amendments and modifications to the
regional Transportation Improvement Program (TIP).

Federal law, the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency Act of 1991 (ISTEA),
requires every metropolitan planning organization (MPO, in this case DVRPC) to produce a
multi-year TIP which includes all projects which will seek federal funds and all other regionally
significant transportation projects. This TIP must be developed through the MPO's planning
process which must be open to public input and comment. ISTEA also requires the state to
develop a Statewide Transportation Improvement Program (STIP) which includes all projects
from the metropolitan TIPs (Pennsylvania has 15 MPOs), plus those projects from areas not
covered by the MPOs which are handled through PennDOT.

ISTEA requires that a TIP cover a minimum of three years and be updated at least every two
years. Though DVRPC prepares a new regional TIP each year, the Pennsylvania portion of the
program is updated every other year (on odd years) to coincide with the update of the STIP and
the Twelve Year Program. The timing of the update process during a particular year is dictated
by the need to have a TIP/STIP in place (i.e., adopted by the MPO, approved by the Governor,
and accepted by the federal agencies of FHWA, FTA, and EPA) so that federal funding can
proceed for the designated federal fiscal year which begins on October 1.

The federal Statewide and Metropolitan Planning Regulations, which govern the provisions
of ISTEA concerning the TIP, make a distinction between TIP amendments and other actions
taken by the MPO which modify the TIP. The intent of this distinction is to streamline the
procedures for implementing projects. Furthermore, the regulations permit the use of expedited
procedures to accomplish certain modifications if prior agreements have been established.

Based on these regulations, DVRPC and its member agencies agree to recognize two categories

of MPO actions concerning changes to the TIP: Amendments and Modifications which are
described below.
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TIP AMENDMENTS

ISTEA defines a TIP amendment as the addition or deletion of any project to the TIP. DVRPC
and its member agencies further agree that a significant change in project scope (intent,
alignment, degree of local impact, as assessed by DVRPC staff), the movement of a project from
the fourth year to any of the first three years, or any action to a previously obligated project
which results in no phase remaining within the TIP period, will also be considered an
amendment. In any of these cases, formal action by the DVRPC Board is required, generally
based on a recommendation from the Regional Transportation Committee (RTC).

In order to add a new project to the TIP, the sponsor must identify an equivalent cost reduction
in the appropriate year and must maintain the overall financial constraint of the four year
program. The reductions do not have to come from the sponsor's county, as long as they are
acceptable to the parties involved.

ISTEA and the Clean Air Act Amendments (CAAA) require a new conformity determination if
the TIP is amended by adding or deleting a project (except for projects classified as exempt by
the CAAA). DVRPC staff will determine whether a project is exempt from the conformity
requirements and, if it is not exempt, whether the air quality impacts will be calculated using the
regional conformity model or a project level analysis. Staff will consult with the appropriate
agencies, as necessary, in making this determination.

For the purposes of public involvement, DVRPC and its member agencies agree to recognize two
classes of amendments. Major amendments include those projects which require a new
regional conformity determination. Major amendments will require not less than a 30 day public
comment period before Board action. Minor amendments include those projects which are
exempt from the conformity requirements or which have been assessed using project level
analysis procedures and found not to change the finding of conformity. Minor amendments will
not require a 30 day comment period, but will seek public involvement through DVRPC's RTC
and Regional Citizen Committee (RCC).
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EXPEDITED PROCEDURES FOR TIP MODIFICATIONS

The federal regulations permit an MPO to move projects from years two or three of a TIP to the
first year, or to change the funding source of a project, without going through the formal
amendment process. The regulations refer to these actions as "project selection actions".
DVRPC and its member agencies define these types of actions as TIP modifications. Also
included in the modifications category are project cost changes if they do not represent a
significant change in project scope.

Federal regulations permit modifications to be made in an expedited manner if agreements exist
between the participating agencies. DVRPC and its member agencies recognize that some
modifications should be based on a formal action of the DVRPC Board. In many other cases,
they can be handled through an interagency memorandum of understanding which establishes
less formal administrative procedures.

This Memorandum of Understanding establishes such expedited procedures as permitted by the
federal regulations. In general, these procedures specify how changes can be made without
formal action by the DVRPC Board. Instead, authority is either granted to the implementing
agency, delegated to the DVRPC Executive Director or delegated to the RTC, based on specific
conditions. The details of these procedures are described below:

A. Modifications Not Requiring Action by DVRPC

1. When there is a cost increase to the engineering or right-of-way phase of a project listed
in the approved TIP/STIP that is less than or equal to $500,000; or when there is a cost
increase to the construction phase that is less than or equal to $1 million.

2. When a project is listed in an approved TIP/STIP without a right-of-way phase and an
incidental ROW need is discovered during the design phase. Such ROW purchase may
be authorized under either the design or construction phases of the project without
modifying the TIP/STIP. Incidental ROW is the purchase of a minor piece of property
(including utility relocation) that does not involve the taking of any environmentally
sensitive property or residential/business structure(s).

3. When either PennDOT or SEPTA deems it appropriate to shift project funding between
certain categories in accordance with available resources. These funding categories are
limited to: for highway projects: National Highway System (NHS), Interstate
Maintenance (IM), Bridge (BR), and Statewide Surface Transportation Program (STP);
and, for transit projects: Section 5309 (formerly Section 3) and Section 5307 (formerly
Section 9).

4. When either PennDOT or SEPTA need to add certain types of projects to the TIP/STIP
that do not require formal action by the MPO as exempted under ISTEA. These include
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the addition of safety projects funded under 23 U.S.C. 402 and the addition of federal
Emergency Relief projects (except those involving substantial functional, locational and
capacity changes).

Under any of these circumstances, PennDOT or SEPTA will inform DVRPC of the action taken.

B. Modifications Allowed Under Administrative Action by DVRPC

The Executive Director, upon consultation with the affected county or counties, may process a
proposed modification to the TIP by administrative action (within 5 working days):

1.

When a project sponsor wants to advance a project phase listed in the second or third year
on the approved TIP/STIP (i.e., for the FY97 TIP: the years FY98 or FY99), unless there
is a formal record of opposition to the project by a public interest group.

When a cost increase to the engineering or right-of-way phase of a project listed on the
approved TIP/STIP is between $500,000 and $1 million, and the modification proposes to
use funds only from other projects on the TIP/STIP that cannot be authorized that fiscal
year due to scheduling or other delays.

When a cost increase to the construction phase is between $1 million and $5 million, and
the modification proposes to use funds only from other projects on the TIP/STIP that
cannot be authorized that fiscal year due to scheduling or other delays.

When the modification involves a 100% state funded project that is not considered
regionally significant under the conformity guidelines.

DVRPC will notify its member agencies following such administrative action.

C. Modifications Requiring Formal Action by DVRPC

All other changes to the TIP not covered above will be submitted to the RTC for their review and
resolution. The RTC mayj, at its discretion, recommend full DVRPC Board action. Any changes
under this section should go to the RTC before going to the Board, except in the case when the
delay would cause the actual loss of federal funding or obligation authority.
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TIP MANAGEMENT QUARTERLY REPORTS

In order to better manage the TIP/STIP and provide decision makers with timely and accurate
information about projects, PennDOT has established, in consultation with DVRPC, a series of
reports. DVRPC will present these reports to the RTC and Board during the month following the
end of each quarter.

1.

PennDOT will provide a TIP Management Report to the MPO at the beginning of each
federal fiscal year. This plan will list all projects programmed in the first year of the TIP
showing the most recent estimates for project schedule and cost.

The TIP Management Report will identify the region’s target of the statewide obligation
amount for that year.

PennDOT will provide to the MPO a multi-part Quarterly Updates to the TIP
Management Report at the end of each quarter for distribution to the RTC. Subreports
will include lists of actual obligations (differentiating between those for current TIP
projects and those for projects authorized under prior TIPs), lists of projects in the current
year of the TIP (indicating those that may be obligated this year and those that likely will
not be based on letting schedules), and lists of construction phases that could be obligated
this year but that are not in the current year of the TIP. Updated costs and schedules will
be shown compared with TIP/STIP programmed costs and schedules.

PennDOT will provide a companion quarterly report that includes a list of all projects
whose let date has moved from the current fiscal year to a later year, with reasons for the
change.

DVRPC will compile a TIP Management Summary Report from the PennDOT quarterly
reports for distribution to the RTC and DVRPC Board.
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MEETINGS

1.

The Pennsylvania Subcommittee of the RTC will hold a Beginning of the Year meeting
to review all obligation activity for the previous year and current project costs and
schedules, and to identify and explain all projects that were programmed for the current
fiscal year in the TIP but which can not be obligated according to that schedule because
of project delays.

A Mid-Year meeting (April) will be held to review the status of all projects on the TIP.
Program costs for projects obligated to date plus funds obligated for work orders, etc. will
be compared with the District obligation authority. To ensure that all District obligation
authority will be consumed, recommendations for TIP amendments or modifications will
developed.

At the 4th quarter meeting (October), the obligation record for the previous year will be
reviewed and compared against the initial and mid-year revised programs. All charges
against the District's obligation authority will be identified.

Other meetings of the Pennsylvania Subcommittee may be called from time to time by
DVRPC as necessary to insure the proper development and management of the TIP and
expedite the implementation of the region’s projects.
